2009 Leqislative Session

developmental disabilities have been delivered to the Governor.

HB 525 — Grisamore - Requires the Division of Developmental Disabilities to establish programs
and services for individuals diagnosed with autism. Delivered to Governor

SB 157-Schimitt - Codifies into law the five regional autism projects currently serving persons
with autism. Delivered to Governor
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DMH 2010 Budget

Despite the FY'10 state budget struggles and core cuts, the Department of Mental Health
received additional funding for federal matching reimbursement for Medicaid-eligible individuals.

$1,015 from the PLB Housing Development Fund for the period of June 8, 2009 through
June 30, 2009, with the following contingencies:

e Partial lien waivers shall be obtained for all materials and services as invoiced,
with afinal lien waiver upon final invoicing.

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Adapt-Ability, Inc. — Request for funding for Adaptive Equipment items over $2,000 — (PLB
Project #8009/14)

Mr. Ruecker moved that the Board approve the purchase of adaptive equipment from
Adapt-Ability, Inc. FY'09, PLB Project #8009/14 in the amounts not to exceed $4,200 for a
motor replacement for a lift system, $4,000 for a ramp, $3,900 for a tracklift, $4,200 for a
tracklift, $3,900 for a motor replacement for a tracklift and $4,000 for a stairglide for a
total amount not to exceed $24,200 with the following contingencies:

e All polices related to capital items shall apply.
e All policies related to adaptive equipment shall apply.

Ms. Freiman moved that the Board approve the appropriations and associated
contingencies for the projects listed on the FY’10 Pre and Post-Employment Funding
Cycle Report, for a total amount not to exceed $136,686.

Paraquad, Inc. — FY'10 Funding Requests (PLB Project #5062/50/51)

Ms. Freiman moved that the Board approve the appropriations and associated
contingencies for the projects listed on the FY'10 Vocational Transportation Funding
Cycle Report, for a total amount not to exceed $23,368.

Mr. Ruecker seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Center for Head Injury Services — FY’09 Request for Additional Units — (PLB Project #7022/10)

Ms. Freiman moved that the Board approve an additional appropriation for Center for
Head Injury Services, PLB Project #7022/10, in the amount of $27,252 (725 units @
$37.59) from the Discretionary Fund for the period of May 1, 2009 through June 30, 2009,
bringing the total FY'09 appropriation for this project to $81,382.

Mr. Fahrenkrog seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Center for Head Injury Services — FY’10 Request for Additional Units — (PLB Project #7022/10)

Ms. Freiman moved that the Board approve an additional appropriation for Center for
Head Injury Services, PLB Project #7022/10, in the amount of $57,039 (1,440 units @
$39.61) from the Discretionary Fund for the period of July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010,
bringing the total FY’'10 appropriation for this project to $114,078, with the following
contingencies:
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e The agency is required to update the FY'10 consumer goal.
The agency is required to update the FY'10 project outcomes to include the
additional consumers to be served.

e The agency is required to update the FY'10 project budget to include the cost
of additional units of service to be provided.

Mr. Ruecker seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Center for Head Injury Services— Request for Additional Units — (PLB Project #3072/10/12)

Ms. Freiman moved that the Board approve an additional appropriation for Center for
Head Injury Services, PLB Project #3072/10, in the amount of $28,717 (725 units @
$39.61) and PLB Project #3072/12, in the amount of $3,168 (80 units @ $39.61) from the
Discretionary Fund for the period of July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010, bringing the total
FY’'10 appropriation for this project to $116,097, with the following contingencies:

e The agency is required to update the FY’10 consumer goal.

e The agency is required to update the FY'10 project outcomes to include the
additional consumers to be served.

e The agency is required to update the FY'10 project budget to include the cost
of additional units of service to be provided.

Mr. Fahrenkrog seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

St. Louis Arc— Request for Additional Units — (PLB Project #3004/10)

Ms. Freiman moved that the Board approve an additional appropriation for the St. Louis
Arc, PLB Project #3004/10, in the amount of $28,775 (725 units @ $39.61) from the
Discretionary Fund for the period of July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010, bringing the total
FY’'10 appropriation for this project to $82,595, with the following contingencies:

e The agency is required to update the FY’10 consumer goal.

e The agency is required to update the FY’10 project outcomes to include the
additional consumers to be served.

e The agency is required to update the FY'10 project budget to include the cost
of additional units of service to be provided.

Mr. Fahrenkrog seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

W.A.C. Industries, Inc. — Request for Capital Funding — (PLB Project #3103/10)

Ms. Freiman moved that the Board approve an appropriation for W.A.C. Industries, Inc. in
the amount of $35,593 from the Sheltered Workshop Capital Fund to address an
emergency capital repair.

Mr. Ruecker seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
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Canterbury Enterprises, Inc. — Building and Equipment Funds Transfer Request — (PLB Project
#3098/10)

Ms. Freiman moved that the Board approve the request from Canterbury Enterprises, Inc.
to transfer $21,116 of previously appropriated and accumulated balances in their
Building and Equipment Fund, from PLB Project #3098/10, to their FY’'10 Operations
Fund, PLB Project #3053/12, with the following contingencies:

e Agency shall submit an action plan to address declining sales revenue by
June 30, 2009, and the action plan shall include specific actions, target dates,
and measurable outcomes to increase sales revenue and employment.

e The Committee’s approval of this request is not to be interpreted as a
commitment to approve future requests of this nature.

Mr. Ruecker seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Fahrenkrog moved that the Board approve an appropriation in the amount of $17,500
from the Discretionary Fund for Brown Smith Wallace, LLC to develop policy and
procedure templates for PLB funded agencies.
